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For Any Number of Players

DIRECTIONS

i Place the shooter on the picture of the boy, in the center;
place the ball in the hole at the top of the shooter, and snap the
shooter, with thumb and forefinger, against the fence, holding the
finger close to the shooter so as not to hurt the finger.

When the shooter strikes the fence the ball will jump over
into the barnyard. If the ball roles into a hole, the player scores
as many points as are indicated by the number beneath the hole
unless it is the hole marked “Lose 50." In this case the player
must deduct this amount from his score.

The play proceeds by turn, each player having a shot before
the first player can shoot again.

A game is for 300:pbints or more, as may be agreed upon by
the players before the game. The player who first scores the
required number of points wins the game.
